GFWC encourages participation in the Democratic process through Legislative Action.  Members who sign up through the Legislation Action Center (LAC) receive alerts of GFWC projects needing support of the membership through letters to our legal representatives.  Last year’s projects included:  

· Shot @ Life 

· Violence Against Women Projects

· Improvements in the Farm Bill

· Kids Safety on Line  

3,089 MEMBERS sent 10253 RESPONSES!   Together we can make a change!
Throughout the years this chairman has reported on each of these projects.  Additional information is available at GFWC.org
Every member of the Woodland Hills Woman’s Club is also a member of GFWC/CFWC - General Federation of Women’s Club and the California Federation club. You then have access to all of the legislation actions of your individual representatives and are notified by email of actions needing support.  With one click of a button you can send a letter to your legal representatives.  You can also send a personal letter.  The LAC site also provides information on the 

Voting records of your legal representatives.

NO ACTION CAN BE TAKEN ON ANY OF THESE PROJECTS UNTIL THE US CONGRESS IS FUNCTIONING.  AT THIS TIME OF THE 400 OR SO BILLS THAT CONGRESS USUALLY VOTES ON IS UNDER TEN.  

California has passed over 40 laws that went into effect January 1, 2024.  These may be of particular interest to you:

· AB 413 - Prohibits stopping or parking a vehicle within 20 feet from an intersection or crosswalk

· AB 12 - Starting in July, prohibits landlords from charging more than one month’s rent for a security deposit

· AB 436 – Keeps cities and counties from imposing cruising bans on city streets

· SB 385 – Allows physicians assistants to do surgical abortions without direct supervision of a doctor

· SB700 – Prohibits an employer from requesting information from an applicant’s prior cannabis use and 

AB88 - Prohibits employers from discriminating against a worker who uses cannabis off the job and away from the workplace

THERE ARE MANY MORE NEW LAWS THAT WILL AFFECT YOUR LIVES.  BE AN INFORMED CITIZEN AND CHECK THEM OUT

BOTTLE CAPS FOR BUDDY BENCHES - BETTY PARAVATO
Don’t forget to keep gathering those plastic water bottle caps and any other plastic caps of any size (like from orange juice bottles, mayonnaise jars, cough syrup, milk jugs – anything and any color as long as it is plastic.  These caps are melted down and made into a bench to be delivered to an elementary or junior high school where the students are reminded that if they see anyone sitting on this bench, that they need a friend or just someone to talk to and make them feel wanted and liked.
